The urinary system, also known as the renal system, consists of the kidneys, ureters, bladder, and the urethra. Each kidney
consists of millions of functional units called nephrons. The purpose of the renal system is to eliminate wastes from the
body, regulate blood volume and blood pressure, control levels of electrolytes and metabolites, and regulate blood pH. The
kidneys have an extensive blood supply via the renal arteries which leave the kidneys via the renal vein. Following
filtration of blood and further processing, wastes (in the form of urine) exit the kidney via the ureters, tubes made of
smooth muscle fibers that propel urine towards the urinary bladder, where it is stored and subsequently expelled from the
body by urination (voiding). The female and male urinary system are very similar, differing only in the length of the
urethra.

Urine is formed in the kidneys through a filtration of blood. The urine is then passed through the ureters to the bladder,
where it is stored. During urination, the urine is passed from the bladder through the urethra to the outside of the body.

800-2,000 milliliters (mL) of urine are normally produced every day in a healthy human. This amount varies according to
fluid intake and kidney function.

Urination is the ejection of urine from the urinary bladder through the urethra to the outside of the body. In healthy
humans (and many other animals), the process of urination is under voluntary control. In infants, some elderly individuals,
and those with neurological injury, urination may occur as an involuntary reflex. Physiologically, micturition involves
coordination between the central, autonomic, and somatic nervous systems. Brain centers that regulate urination include
the pontine micturition center, periaqueductal gray, and the cerebral cortex. In placental mammals the male ejects urine
through the penis, and the female through the vulva.

The brain (and the spinal cord leading from it) is part of the nervous system called the central nervous system (CNS). All of
the nerves outside the CNS are part of the peripheral nervous system: these connect the CNS with information that comes
from the body’s sense organs, muscles and glands. The brain, in adult humans, is an unflattering porridge-coloured 1400g
lump of wobbling tissue. This lump, however, allows us to do everything described in this book. The brain is well protected,
not only by the skull but also by fluid (cerebrospinal fluid) and several layers of protective membrane called meninges. It
has two halves (called cerebral hemispheres) connected by a thick band of white tissue called the corpus callosum - when
this is surgically severed, some patients (‘split-brain’ patients) behave as if they had two brains because the two
hemispheres are unable to communicate with each other. The outer covering of the brain is called the cortex (‘bark’) and
has a convoluted appearance because it is folded and made up of fissures (grooves), sulci (smaller grooves) and gyri
(bulges), which give the brain a wrinkled appearance. This allows the brain to maximise its surface area within the skull.

The nervous system is a network of specialized cells that communicate information about an animal's surroundings and
itself. It processes this information and causes reactions in other parts of the body. It is composed of neurons and other
specialized cells that aid in the function of the neurons. The nervous system is divided broadly into two categories: the
peripheral nervous system and the central nervous system. Neurons generate and conduct impulses between and within
the two systems. The peripheral nervous system is composed of sensory neurons and the neurons that connect them to the
nerve cord, spinal cord and brain, which make up the central nervous system. In response to stimuli, sensory neurons
generate and propagate signals to the central nervous system which then processes and conducts signals back to the
muscles and glands. The neurons of the nervous systems of animals are interconnected in complex arrangements and use
electrochemical signals and neurotransmitters to transmit impulses from one neuron to the next. The interaction of the
different neurons form neural circuits that regulate an organism's perception of the world and what is going on with its
body, thus regulating its behavior. Nervous systems are found in many multicellular animals but differ greatly in
complexity between species.

The human nervous system can be described both by gross anatomy, (which describes the parts that are large enough to
be seen with the naked eye,) and by microanatomy, (which describes the system at a cellular level).

The central nervous system (CNS) is the largest part of the nervous system, and includes the brain and spinal cord. The
spinal cavity holds and protects the spinal cord, while the head contains and protects the brain. The CNS is covered by the
meninges, a three layered protective coat. The brain is also protected by the skull, and the spinal cord is also protected by
the vertebrae.

The peripheral nervous system (PNS) is a regional term for the collective nervous structures that do not lie in the CNS. The
bodies of the nerve cells lie in the CNS, either in the brain or the spinal cord, and the longer of the cellular processes of
these cells, known as axons, extend through the limbs and the flesh of the torso. The large majority of the axons which are
commonly called nerves, are considered to be PNS.

The nervous system enables basic motor skills and sensing. The five classical senses (touch, taste, sight, smell, and
hearing) are powered by the nervous system as are others such as equilibrioception (the sensing of gravity), nociception
(the sensing of pain), and proprioception (the sensing of relative limb location and motion, as when touching the nose with
closed eyes). Inhibition of these senses would retard basic motor skills.

Whole vegetables also
have lots of vitamins and minerals, so make sure you eat more green, orange and yellow veggies. In order for them to keep
most of their nutritional value, steam the vegetables instead of baking. This also helps them to retain most of their original
flavor and they wont be quite so mushy.

Vitamin means life. The root “vita” indicates that the substance is essential to life and health. Today the successful
isolation and synthesis of many substances have proved that vitamins are organic chemical compounds to be present in the
diet for the maintenance of growth and health. Such knowledge enables us to select the proper foods in order to protect us
against the disease.

The natural vitamins are the organic food substances which are found in the living things. The body does not have the
capability to manufacture the required vitamins. Therefore, it is necessary to include them either in your diet or through
the dietary supplements. The vitamins are very essential for proper growth and development of the body.Let’s discuss
about the importance of various vitamins in our body.

Vitamins are essential for the normal growth and development of a multicellular organism. Using the genetic blueprint
inherited from its parents, a fetus begins to develop from the nutrients it absorbs. It requires certain vitamins and minerals
to be present at certain times. These nutrients facilitate the chemical reactions that produce among other things, skin,
bone, and muscle. If there is serious deficiency in one or more of these nutrients, a child may develop a deficiency disease.
Even minor deficiencies may cause permanent damage.

For the most part, vitamins are obtained with food, but a few are obtained by other means. For example, microorganisms
in the intestine — commonly known as "gut flora" — produce vitamin K and biotin, while one form of vitamin D is
synthesized in the skin with the help of the natural ultraviolet wavelength of sunlight. Humans can produce some vitamins
from precursors they consume. Examples include vitamin A, produced from beta carotene, and niacin, from the amino acid
tryptophan.

Once growth and development are completed, vitamins remain essential nutrients for the healthy maintenance of the cells,
tissues, and organs that make up a multicellular organism; they also enable a multicellular life form to efficiently use
chemical energy provided by food it eats, and to help process the proteins, carbohydrates, and fats required for cellular
respiration.

Starting with vitamin A, it is useful for the growth and repairing of the body tissues. it also helps in making the skin smooth
and disease free. This vitamin gives protection to the mucous membrane of throat, mouth, nose and lungs.

Vitamin B. Different forms of this vitamin include B1, B2, B6, B12, folic acid, Niacinamide, Panthothenic Acid, Biotin,
Inositol, Choline and Para Amino Benzoic Acid. All of these forms are very useful in the digestion of carbohydrates,
formation of the antibodies as well as red blood cells, encourage general health and maintains good condition of hair, skin,
nails and vision. This vitamin is also very useful in maintaining the nervous system. There is reduction in the cholesterol
level thereby, reducing the risk of various heart problems. One of most important vitamins is vitamin ¢ which is very useful
for healthy bones, gums and teeth. It provides resistance to fight against infections. It helps in the absorption of iron and
synthesis of collagen.

Air pollution means the existence of pollutants in the atmosphere. Various pollutants arise from various sources. Some of

Air pollution is nothing but the presence of various gases and particles in an unsuitable and dangerous proportionate that
intimidate environment, flora and fauna.

When unsafe gases, smoke or other dangerous particles enter into air, creating a threat for the survival of animals, plants
and animals, the air pollution occurs. There are numerous air pollution causes that can be addressed well with simple
strategies and planning. Controlling air pollution is a matter of awareness, practical approach and certain measures that
should be followed on a regular basis.

Water pollution is a problem of great importance. The presence of H20 is one of the main prerequisites for the existence
of life on Earth. It is an important part of all ecospheres. World’s supplies are about 1386 million cubic kilometres which
are unevenly partitioned onto the separate continents.

They include liquid (fresh and salt), solid (fresh) in the form of ice, and gas in the form of steam. The global ocean takes up
about 97,5%. The fresh aqua, which has a salinity of up to 1%, is 2,5% of the world’s supplies.

About 70% of it is located in the ice sheets and the polar zones of the mountain glaciers. In the upper part of the
lithosphere, there are significant supplies of it. Around 1/10 of them are easily accessible and in many countries they
provide the supplies and irrigation for the inhabited places.

Following completion of medical school, junior doctors then enter a vocational training phase. In the UK a doctor's training
normally follows this path:

Newly qualified doctors enter a two-year Foundation Programme, where they undertake terms in a variety of different
specialities. These must include training in General Medicine and General Surgery but can also include other fields such as
Paediatrics, Anaesthetics or General Practice.

Following completion of the Foundation Programme a doctor can choose to specialise in one field. All routes involve
further assessment and examinations.

To train as a general practitioner (GP), after completing the Foundation Programme, a doctor must complete eighteen
months of posts in a variety of hospital specialities - often including paediatrics, psychiatry, geriatrics and obstetrics &
gynaecology. The trainee also has to spend eighteen months as a General Practice Speciality Registrar - a trainee based in
a GP practice. After completing this training and the relevant exams, the doctor can become a GP and can practise
independently.

Harvard University is a private Ivy League research university in Cambridge, Massachusetts, established in 1636, whose
history, influence, and wealth have made it one of the world's most prestigious universities.

Established originally by the Massachusetts legislature and soon thereafter named for John Harvard (its first benefactor),
Harvard is the United States' oldest institution of higher learning, and the Harvard Corporation (formally, the President
and Fellows of Harvard College) is its first chartered corporation. Although never formally affiliated with any
denomination, the early College primarily trained Congregationalist and Unitarian clergy. Its curriculum and student body
were gradually secularized during the 18th century, and by the 19th century Harvard had emerged as the central cultural
establishment among Boston elites. Following the American Civil War, President Charles W. Eliot's long tenure
(1869-1909) transformed the college and affiliated professional schools into a modern research university; Harvard was a
founding member of the Association of American Universities in 1900. James Bryant Conant led the university through the
Great Depression and World War II and began to reform the curriculum and liberalize admissions after the war. The
undergraduate college became coeducational after its 1977 merger with Radcliffe College.

The university is organized into eleven separate academic units—ten faculties and the Radcliffe Institute for Advanced
Study—with campuses throughout the Boston metropolitan area: its 209-acre (85 ha) main campus is centered on Harvard
Yard in Cambridge, approximately 3 miles (5 km) northwest of Boston; the business school and athletics facilities,
including Harvard Stadium, are located across the Charles River in the Allston neighborhood of Boston and the medical,
dental, and public health schools are in the Longwood Medical Area. Harvard's $34.5 billion financial endowment is the
largest of any academic institution.

The problems of Russian health care system.

The People's Health is Society's Wealth.

The first Russian Congress of Doctors was held in 1925.

In those days doctors had to work for a bright new nation, and especially a healthy one. By placing the emphasis on
preventive health care and setting up a system of basic medical institutions such as polyclinics, hospitals, dispensaries,
clinics, the nation managed to find effective solutions to such problems as smallpox, plague, cholera, malaria, which were
wiped out. General health standards were improved. Many dangerous diseases were done away with in 1978. The World
Health Organization (WHO) recommended our system of basic medical aid to all countries as a model way of organizing
health care.

In the 21-th century our health care system is currently living through a complicated and difficult stage of its history.

The motto “Everything for the benefit of man” turned out to be largely a slogan. The health system was given whatever
funds remained after the needs of the other spheres of out society had been satisfied. We remember that for decades the
medical profession was the lowest paid category, some doctors grew indifferent to their work and unwilling to upgrade
their skills.

In the middle of the last century disease patterns visibly changed. Various non-infectious pathologies such as
cardiovascular diseases, cancer, lung diseases, AIDS and diabetes had become the chief causes of disability and death.

Preventive health care was confronted with new problems as a result of expanding ferrous metal making, increase in motor
transport, and the use of herbicides in agriculture.

The new situation required new scientific and methodological approaches.
Over the past twenty years the number of doctors has doubled. But how has this influenced health - care standards?

The first thing is to clearly realize that unless there is a drastic change in the system of planning, funding and
administration of the health service, we will not solve the problems facing us.

Special emphasis must be placed on combating bureaucracy in health care.

The doctor must focus on treatment; he must help the patient, instead of doing a lot of unnecessary paper-work.
We will use the experience of a family-doctor principle.

We will improve the work of outpatient service.

We will pay great attention to preventive medicine to the protection of mother and child health.



These steps are the key to success of the Nation’s Health.

The main attention of health service in Russia is paid to prophylaxis. One of the most important tasks in the fight against
different diseases is the early detection of the first signs of the disease. We pay much attention to the popularization of
medical science among the population. We believe that one of the main available methods of preventing the spread of
diseases is health education. The press, cinema, radio and television are very helpful for this purpose.

The basic medical unit in our country is the polyclinic. We have polyclinics for the adult population and for children.
Ambulant patients are seen at the policlinic by the district doctors. A patient who is ill at home is visited by his district
doctor. The doctor works 6 hours a day. For the district doctor this is made up of 3 hours in consultation at the policlinic
and 3 hours in visiting patients in their homes.

The emergency ambulance service operates day and night and is free of charge. The ambulances are equipped by
diagnostic, respiratory, anesthetic and electro-therapeutic apparatus, blood-transfusion and other equipment.

There are several specialized hospitals in Russia for the treatment of particular diseases - infections, psychiatric diseases,
cancer, ophthalmological diseases and others.

Some words must be said about the Mother-and-Child Health Care Centre in Moscow. This centre concentrates effort not
only on traditional problems of obstetrics and gynecology but also on research in normal physiology of the female
organism. The main task of this centre is to ensure the birth of a healthy child. The centre developed new methods of
disease prevention, diagnostics and treatment. Much attention in our country is paid to the scientific problems, concerning
the prevention and treatment of cardiovascular, viral and oncological diseases, the problems of gerontology, medical
genetics, immunology and the creation of artificial organs.

New facts about Health care system in the USA

Health care in the United States is provided by many distinct organizations. Health care facilities are largely owned and
operated by private sector businesses. 58% of US community hospitals are non-profit, 21% are government owned, and
21% are for-profit. According to the World Health Organization (WHO), the United States spent more on health care per
capita ($8,608), and more on health care as percentage of its GDP (17%), than any other nation in 2011.

64% of health spending was paid for by the government in 2013, funded via programs such as Medicare, Medicaid, the
Children's Health Insurance Program, and the Veterans Health Administration. People aged under 67 acquire insurance via
their or a family member's employer, by purchasing health insurance on their own, or are uninsured. Health insurance for
public sector employees is primarily provided by the government.

The United States life expectancy of 78.4 years at birth, up from 75.2 years in 1990, ranks it 50th among 221 nations, and
27th out of the 34 industrialized OECD countries, down from 20th in 1990. Of 17 high-income countries studied by the
National Institutes of Health in 2013, the United States had the highest or near-highest prevalence of obesity, car
accidents, infant mortality, heart and lung disease, sexually transmitted infections, adolescent pregnancies, injuries, and
homicides. On average, a U.S. male can be expected to live almost four fewer years than those in the top-ranked country,
though notably Americans aged 75 live longer than those who reach that age in other developed nations. A 2014 survey of
the healthcare systems of 11 developed countries found the US healthcare system to be the most expensive and worst-
performing in terms of health access, efficiency, and equity.

Americans undergo cancer screenings at significantly higher rates than people in other developed countries, and access
MRI and CT scans at the highest rate of any OECD nation. Diabetics are more likely to receive treatment and meet
treatment targets in the U.S. than in Canada, England, or Scotland.

Gallup recorded that the uninsured rate among U.S. adults was 11.9% for the first quarter of 2015, continuing the decline
of the uninsured rate outset by the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA). A 2012 study for the years
2002-2008 found that about 25% of all senior citizens declared bankruptcy due to medical expenses, and 43% were forced
to mortgage or sell their primary residence.

In 2010 the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA) became law, providing for major changes in health
insurance. Under the act, hospitals and primary physicians would change their practices financially, technologically, and
clinically to drive better health outcomes, lower costs, and improve their methods of distribution and accessibility. The
Supreme Court upheld the constitutionality of most of the law in June 2012 and affirmed insurance exchange subsidies in
all states in June 2015.
