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1. The basic principles of public speaking, the correct use of scientific and official business vocabulary, special constructions and techniques of public speech, depending on the composition of the audience, the level of communication.
2. The norms of the literary language necessary for the realization of communicative intentions.
3. The skills of analyzing scientific texts
4. The skills of composing various types of written texts, the principles of abstracting, annotating and abstracting, the skills to compare linguistic realities of the native language and the foreign language being studied
5. To perceive oral speech stimuli, corrective cues (including elliptical in shape) that formulate communicative tasks 

6. to formulate an achievable goal of communication within the framework of communicative situation
7. search for new text, graphic, audio and video information in Russian-language sources (both printed and electronic), using appropriate search methods and terminology, to perform educational and professional tasks
8. Prepare logically related, reasoned speeches and make public speeches on educational issues (within the framework of professional topics);
9. Make a conscious and evaluative revision of the text: to formulate one's position (point of view) and evaluate the content of the text from this position; to summarize the information of two or more texts;
10. Understand both live and recorded oral speech within the framework of both familiar and unfamiliar topics in personal, public, educational and professional spheres of communication (lectures, conversations, reports, interviews, radio/TV news, etc.), with varying degrees of penetration into the content (full understanding, understanding of the main content, extracting the necessary information information);
11. to distinguish the types of communicative acts in someone else's speech and to form their own speech acts adequate to intentions in public communication
12. norms and concepts adopted in a different culture, their similarities and differences, professional terminology for the translation of professional texts.
13. It is optimal to use language tools in written communication in typical professional situations;
14. the main characteristics of the modern socio-cultural and linguistic situation;
15. Read the original literature on the specialty and quickly extract the necessary information from it, make annotations and abstracts in a foreign language
16. methods and techniques of non-verbal communication in certain communication situations
17. to distinguish the types of communicative acts in someone else's speech and to form their own speech acts adequate to intentions in public communication
18. special terminology, the necessary lexical minimum;
19. to build your speech in accordance with linguistic, communicative and ethical standards;
20. to recognize, correctly translate and use grammatical forms and constructions typical of medical literature, as well as everyday and regional topics
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
