The primary
method used by structuralists to study the mind is introspection. Introspection involves describing
mental responses in great detail. For example, if one of Wundt's assistants was introspecting on an
apple, it would not be enough to say that it was red and shiny. Instead, one would have to describe the
actual sensations experienced and the feelings elicited by those experiences.

These
professionals, however, were not operating from a theoretical foundation but rather from their
professional backgrounds. These professionals usually had little formal training in psychological
techniques, theory, or research and it is questionable whether or not they were helpful.

1. Alfred Adler, an Austrian psychologist, was born in Vienna on February 7, 1870. He was the third
child in a family of five boys and two girls. Adlers early childhood was not a happy time, for he was
sickly and very much aware of death. At 4 he almost died of pneumonia, and at that time he made a
significant decision to become a doctor himself. Because he was ill during the first years of his life,
Adler was pampered by his mother. Later he was “dethroned” by a younger brother, which led to his
jealousy with the latter. In general, his early years were characterized by struggling to overcome
childhood weaknesses and feelings of inferiority. It is clear that these family experiences had an
impact on the formation of his theory. Nevertheless, he is an example of a person who shaped his own
life as opposed to being determined by fate. Adler was a poor student, and his teacher advised his
father that he would be fit to be a shoemaker but not much else. With determined effort Adler
eventually rose to the top of his class. Then he went on to study medicine at the University of Vienna.
After receiving his M.D. from the University of Vienna in 1895, Adler specialized in psychiatry.

2. Maslow received his BA in 1930, his MA in 1931, and his PhD in 1934, all in psychology, all from
the University of Wisconsin. A year after graduation, he returned to New York to work with E. L.
Thorndike at Columbia, where Maslow became interested in research on human sexuality. He began
teaching full time at Brooklyn College. During this period of his life, he came into contact with the
many European intellectuals that were immigrating to the US, and Brooklyn in particular, at that time
- people like Adler, Fromm, as well as several Gestalt and Freudian psychologists. In 1951, Maslow
served as the chair of the psychology department at Brandeis for 10 years, where he met Kurt
Goldstein (who introduced him to the idea of self-actualization) and began his own theoretical work. It
was also here that he began his research in humanistic psychology - something much more important
to him than his own theorizing. He spent his final years in semi-retirement in California, until, on June
8, 1970, he died of a heart attack.

3. Teachers use both praise and punishment to try to change behaviour. However, reward, most
frequently in the form of praise, is generally considered to be more effective because it increases
appropriate behavior, whereas punishment decreases inappropriate behaviour. If pupils are punished
they know what behaviour results in punishment and therefore what not to do, but may not know what
behavior avoids punishment. However, there are times when punishment is needed. At such times,
make sure that you use punishment to best effect; for example, avoid punishing a whole class for the
behavior of one or a few pupil(s), always make it clear which pupils are being punished for what
behaviour, always give punishment fairly and consistently and in proportion to the offence. Do not
make idle threats to pupils, by threatening them with punishment that you cannot carry out.
