Lectures on Philosophy for you will be delivered by Doctor of Philosophy, Professor Vyacheslav Ivanovich Kudashov.

[bookmark: _GoBack]You should definitely attend the lectures offline! For each philosophy lecture, you need to go to the distance learning website ..., read the course guide and subject introduction, read the lecture text and watch the presentation, watch the video.

Throughout the second course, we will study philosophy (two semesters). The curriculum of the discipline philosophy includes 6 lectures in 1 semester and 6 lectures in the second semester;
15 practical lessons in 1 semester and 15 practical lessons in the second semester.
Lectures on Philosophy are read to students of the specialty: general medicine once every two weeks.
Practical lessons are held weekly!
At the end of the course, you will need to take a test! Answer the teacher's questions during the oral interview.

To work at each practical lesson, you must regularly attend classes in person (or remotely), actively work in the classroom, answer the teacher's questions. Practical materials include a glossary of philosophical concepts, a study guide, and other materials. You need to answer the questions and tests on the distance learning site for each topic of the practical sessions and send them to me for review. Individually complete reports on the topic of research work in philosophy, learn concepts from the glossary and be able to operate them in practical classes. To complete the assignments, use the theoretical and practical material presented on the distance learning website.

On this site you can familiarize yourself with the philosophy course program.
Also, check the practice questions in advance.
The credit session will take place at the last training session of the 1st semester. The philosophy course ends with an exam at the end of the second semester. A list of exam questions on philosophy can be found at the end of the distance learning module.
